Our crew of up to twelve people will have pack support for this trip, meaning
all gear, food and tools will be transported courtesy of Dan Waugh at Back
Country Horsemen of Idaho. The crew and string will hike +/- 11 milesto a
fixed base camp from the Queens River trailhead, climbing through the Little
Queens River drainage into the headwaters of Johnson Creek, the project
area. The crew will be hiking in with just day packs (water, lunch, rain gear).

The crew will prepare meals individually or as couples, with access to
coolers for food and beverages.

For 2 of the 11 days, assist with loading pack stack into and out of the
wilderness, 6 of the 11 total days, clear fallen trees with hand
saws/crosscuts saws, remove extensive brush with bypass loppers, improve
tread and perform other trail maintenance tasks. For 3 of the 11 days,
leisure time to relax, or enjoy fishing the numerous alpine lakes within range
of the camp or climbing the surrounding peaks.
