MINUTES OF THE NOVEMBER MEETING 

Robbin Schindele moved to accept the minutes of the November meeting as published in the December newsletter.

COMMITTEE REPORTS 
Public Liaison Report:   No report as Harold Edwards was absent. 
State Directors Report:   Phil reported that he and Marybeth Conger attended the Board of Directors meeting on 
November 11th along with all but 3 or 4 other Chapters.  He talked about some of the events scheduled for the 
Outdoor Show and State Convention, including the Dutch Oven contest, photo contest, and who the guest speaker 
might be.  The Dutch Oven Cooking Organization will be judging two-person teams and a $500 prize is offered.  There 
will also be prize money offered by the Outdoor Show for the photo contest.  They are looking at Ian Barlow or Brad 
Tuininga as possible speakers but that is still up in the air.  He also reported that raffle tickets were distributed to the 
other Chapters along with large and small flyers and reported that registration forms for the convention as well as the 
raffle flyers are available on the website.    
Education & Foundation Reports:   Sally Schindele reported that she has been trying to get information about the 
Ambassador equipment but has had no response to her requests. 
Work Projects and Rides Report:   Rob reported on what he learned about the National membership directory data 
inquiries that everyone has received.  Everyone seemed surprised that the National office thought this would be a way 



    

He reported that Rosie’s Ribs will be providing the dinner at the convention but that SBBCH is 
responsible for the dessert.  Rob said that he received a $60.00 donation from Bill Selkirk to pay for our website and 
pointed out that we have been getting more internet activity.  He thanked Robbin for all his hard work on keeping the 
site updated and for adding the newsletters.  Rob said he has been working on the 2007 Packing Clinic, talking with a 
lot of individuals about sessions they would like to present. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS 
Election of Officers:   The slate of officers nominated are:  Ellen Knapp, President; Sally Schindele, Vice-President, 
Kay Ryan, Secretary; Charles Lox, Treasurer; JoAnna Stroeder, Phil Ryan, State Director.  Sally brought up some 
questions concerning the Foundation Director and Alternate Foundation Director positions as no one was nominated 
for these positions.  She explained the duties of the office, the voting rights, and nominated Margaret Berggren for 
Foundation Director.  Bill Conger was nominated for the Alternate position.  Marybeth discussed the voting rights of 
the State Directors positions.  Chapters are entitled to two votes but only if both individuals attend meetings.  Phil 
withdrew his nomination for State Director because of a potential conflict with a BCHI position.  Robbin volunteered to 
run again.  The ballot was corrected.  Bob Howard Jr. resigned his position as State Director effective immediately.  
Vern moved that nominations cease and Bill added that a unanimous ballot be cast for the slate of officers.  Sally 
seconded the motion which passed.  Because the vacated State Director position is for one-year and the other State 
Director position is for two years, a coin was tossed to determine who would fill each position.  JoAnna Stroeder will 
serve as the two-year State Director and Robbin Schindele will serve in the vacated position as a one-year State 
Director.  Leon Berggren remains as the Alternate State Director.
