Hells Canyon Area

Location: Cuddy Mountain area near the Brownlee Reservoir on the snake River
- Payette National Forest

Description: 4400-foot elevation. 11 campsites on Brownlee Creek Campground.
Trailhead just north of the campground accesses a massive trail system to the
north and east. Fishing for rainbow trout. This is the closest FS campground to
Brownlee Reservoir, the #1 fishing area in a state known for its blue-ribbon
fishing.

Activities: Fun riding, camping, sharing quality time in the mountains with
friends

Directions: Take Idaho 95 north to Cambridge, from Cambridge, go 17 miles
northwest on ID 71, then 1 mile east on Forest Road 044.The campground is
beyond the campground on FR044. Go through the campground, the road forks,
horse camping and trail head is ahead on the left.
