treasurer (Charles) and $100.00 paid in order to conduct the raffle.

Education & Foundation Reports: Sally Schindele said she had nothing to report.

Work Projects and Rides Report:  For the benefit of our guests, Rob Adams summarized everything we’'ve
done so far this year and reminded everyone about upcoming events at Regan Butte and Circle G River
Ranch. He also provided the following information as to what has been accomplished so far this year:

150 Education hours

190 Basic work hours that didn't include power equipment or packing
250  Skilled hours using power equipment and packing

6270 Hauled hours, driven and pulling a trailer

124  Stock days, such as 3 horses used one day = 3 days
